   BEFORE THE COURT OF ENQUIRY COMMISSIONER & SPECIAL JUDGE 
  (VIGILANCE), THIRUVANANTHAPURAM. 

 

 Sri. A. Rahim (A1) was the Tribal Development Officer of Pathanamthitta District from 24/08/2015 to 05/08/2016.  Sri. P.Y. Suneesh was the Tribal Extension Officer, Ranny  from 29/09/2015  
to 16/12/2016.  They were in charge of the implementation of the scheme named “ Ashikkum Bhoomi Adivasikku Swantham” for providing 25 cents of land to Scheduled Tribe beneficiaries by 

purchasing land by utilizing Rs. 10 lakhs for each beneficiary during 2016-17.  As per the scheme suitable land having a minimum extent of 25 cents is to be purchased for each beneficiary and Rs. 
10 lakh is earmarked for each beneficiary.  11 beneficiaries were selected. They are (1) Manoj. T.J, Thannikkal, Mallappally  (2) Sukumaran, Vayalunkal, Chittar  (3)  M.P. Suma, Puthuparambil, Chittar  
(4) Sumitha. M.R, Parakkal, Chembanoli (5) Reghu T.K, Thadathil, Uthimoodu  (6) T.K. Sumathi, Thadathil, Uthimoodu  (7) Sulochana, sunil Bhavanam, Nellikkamon  (8)  Lakshmi, Padinjare Veettil, 
Vechoochira  (9)  Manu Vijayan, Padinjare Veettil, Chembanoli (10) Sandhya T.S, Thekkekkara, Kodumudi, Chittar (11) Prem Kumar, Thekkekkara, Kodumudi.   
 

 For eight beneficiaries land was purchased from one P.M. Rajan, Puthuparambil Veedu, Kollamula.  The surprise check revealed that the vendor of the property had a title of 2 acres of land in 
survey No.  780/1-2-1 of Kollamula Village.  On site inspection and field measurement it is revealed that the actual extent of land in possession of P.M. Rajan was only 184.25 cents.  Moreover the 
extent of land left over for pathway to the beneficiaries was 12.15 cents.   As per the title deed, balance land of 172.1 cents has been purchased for the eight beneficiaries. i.e. (1) 20.21 cents to T.J 

Manoj (2) 20.29 cents to Sukumaran (3) 23.4 cents to M.P. Suma (4) 18.58 cents to Sumitha. M.R (5)  21.5 cents  to Reghu T.K  (6)  27.28 cents to T.K. Sumathi (7)  20.29 cents to Sulochana and 
(8) 20.56 cents to Lakshmi.   The extent of land mentioned in the title deed was 25 cents to each beneficiary.  The price of land was Rs. 38,500/- per cent.  The actual amount payable to Sri. P.M. 
Rajan was Rs. 66,26,235/-.  But Rs. 77,00,000/- was sanctioned and paid to him.  The payment was affected by issuing cheque dated: 02/06/2016, 15/06/2016, 16/06/2016 and 25/06/2016. 

Therefore illegally an excess of Rs. 10,73,765/- was paid to Sri. P.M. Rajan.  
 

 For three beneficiaries land was purchased from one Sri. V. Purushothaman Nair, Mavunkal Veedu, Vechoochira, the vendor of the property, in survey No. 780/1/2/3101 of Kollamula Village.  
On site inspection and field measurement it is revealed that 70.53 cents of land of V. Purushothaman Nair has been purchased for the three beneficiaries.  i.e. (1) 22.39 cents to Manu Vijayan and 

48.14 cents to Sandhya T.S and Premkumar together.  The extent of land mentioned in the title deed was 25 cents to each beneficiary.  The price of land was Rs. 36,000/- per cent.  The actual 
amount payable to  Sri. V. Purushothaman Nair was Rs. 25,39,080/-.  But Rs. 27,00,000/- was sanctioned and paid to him.  Therefore illegally an excess of Rs. 1,60,920/- was paid to Sri. V. 
Purushothaman Nair.   
 

 The Implementing Officers have not taken any proper attention to ascertain the actual extent of land through field survey by utilizing the concerned village and survey Officials before registering 

the land and thereby committed criminal misconduct and caused an illegal gain of Rs. 10,73,765/- to P.M. Rajan and Rs. 1,60,920/- to  V. Purushothaman Nair and resulted in a loss of Rs. 12,34,685/- 
to Government in total.  
 

 The then District Tribal Development Officer A. Rahim and Tribal Extension Officer P.Y. Suneesh were duty bound to ensure that each beneficiary get a minimum 25 cents of land for                          
Rs. 10,00,000/- each.  The charge officers failed to ascertain the actual extent of land by government surveyor before the purchase procedures.  The beneficiaries got only lesser extent of land than 
that is envisaged in the project, even though each of them was given title deed of 25 cents of land.     

 
 The act of the accused amounted to abuse of official position, criminal misconduct and cheating in prosecution of a criminal conspiracy for getting undue pecuniary advantage to the vendors, 
which resulted in pecuniary loss to the Government.   

 
 The findings in the Surprise Check report was intimated to the Director, VACB, Thiruvananthapuram as per Director’s Circular No. 01/16 and 02/16 and this FIR is registered against (1) A. 
Rahim, Former District Tribal Development Officer, Pathanamthitta (2) P.Y. Suneesh, Former Tribal Extension Officer, Ranni (3) P.M. Rajan, Puthuparambil Veedu, Kollamula and (4) V. Purushothaman 

Nair, Mavunkal Veedu, Vechoochira u/s 13(1)(d), 13(2) of PC Act -1988 and 420 ,120(B) IPC.

for three beneficiaries from A4 and prepared title deed showing that 25 cents each was purchased for 3 beneficiaries and got the purchase deeds registered at Sub- Registrar Office, Ranny and paid 

Rs. 77,00,000/-  to A3 and Rs. 27,00,000/- to A4 causing an undue pecuniary advance of Rs. 10,73,765/- to A3 and causing an undue pecuniary advantage of Rs. 1,60,920/- to A4 and resulted in a 

loss of Rs. 12,34,685/- to Government in total and cheated the beneficiaries by providing lesser extent of land than that was envisaged in the project.
